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[bookmark: _GoBack]Requirements for Poster Presentations：
The congress offers two modes for poster presentation. For the on-line format, posters will be presented as E-Posters on a screen of ePoster terminals during the congress. For the on-site format, physical posters will be displayed on poster boards throughout the venue. Please prepare your poster according to the following unified guidelines to ensure a consistent and professional presentation for both formats.
Content Requirements：
Your poster should clearly and concisely communicate your research. The following sections are required:
1. Title
1. Author(s) and their academic position(s), Host institution(s)
1. Introduction & Aims: Introduce the topic and its significance.
1. Methodology
1. Results: It is highly recommended to illustrate findings with graphs, tables, or images. Maintain a balanced ratio between visual elements and text; neither should dominate.
1. Conclusion
1. Acknowledgements (if applicable)
Formal Formatting Specifications：
1. Size & Layout: Maximum size: 100 cm (height) × 80 cm (width), vertical . Ensure a margin of at least 2.5 cm on all sides.
2. Title: Use Arial, 48 pt, bold, single spacing.
3. Subtitle/Author Line: Use Arial, 26 pt, bold, single spacing.
4. Author & Institution Listing:
5. Author Names: Arial, 18 pt, bold.
6. Institutions: Arial, 16 pt. Use superscript numbers to correlate authors with their respective affiliations.
7. Body Text & Graphics: While the above are minimum requirements, authors may adapt the specific layout, font sizes for body text, and color scheme for clarity and visual impact.
Instructions for the physical poster: 
Presenters participating in on-site are responsible for printing and bringing their physical poster. Fastening materials will be provided at the venue.
Instructions for the on-line poster: 
Presenters participating on-line please use Doc or PowerPoint and then save it as a PDF file with DIN-A4 format. All presentations must be forward to the conference secretariat email (wrssc2026@gmail.com) no later than October 21st, 2026. With use of some software please present your poster as if you would do it at the congress. You can use tools like Power Point, Canva, Teams, Zoom, etc. to record your presentation.
